That was
the moment when the New Symphony Orchestra, Japan's first full-fledged
orchestra, and the predecessor of the NHK Symphony Orchestra, came
into being. Since then, it has performed with conductors and soloists at
the world's forefront, and has made remarkable progress to become the
orchestra to represent Japan, and furthermore, was recognized as equal
to renowned orchestras of Europe and America. That path was also a
history it walked along with the broadcasting of NHK (Japan Broadcasting
Corporation). The NHK Symphony Orchestra has not only performed
innumerable concerts across Japan, but also delivered classical music
masterpieces of the world to every corner of the country through broad-
casting, and shared comfort and vitality with the public. There were many
hardships on our journey, including the Second World War, and most
recently the COVID-19 pandemic, however, thanks to the exceptional
support by many people of the industry and classical music fans, the
orchestra has been able to walk through a history of a century. For that, |
would like to express my sincerest gratitude to all the people concerned.

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The NHK Symphony Orchestra was established on October 5, 1926 under the name the New Symphony Orchestra, and laid its
foundation as Japan'’s leading orchestra under the direction of Joseph Rosenstock who was invited from Germany shortly after
that. Its subscription concerts, the mainstay of its performances, began on February 20th, 1927, and they have continued to date
without any interruption even during the Second World War. In 1951, it came under the financial support of Japan Broadcasting
Corporation (NHK) and was renamed the NHK Symphony Orchestra. Since then, it has continuously invited and worked with
world-renowned conductors, such as Jean Martinon, Herbert von Karajan, Wilhelm Schiichter, Ernest Ansermet, Wolfgang
Sawallisch, Lovro von Matacié, Joseph Keilberth, Pierre Boulez, Otmar Suitner, Horst Stein, André Previn, and Lorin Maazel, and
the world’s most sought-after soloists to produce innumerable great performances, leaving a permanent mark in history. The
orchestra marks its 100th anniversary in October 2026.

Currently it presents about 120 concerts annually across Japan, including 54 subscription concerts, which are broadcast
nationwide by NHK television and FM radio and some of which are globally introduced through international broadcast services
and the orchestra’s official YouTube channel.

Ever since its first around-the-world concert tour (visiting 24 cities in 12 countries) in 1960, the orchestra has put emphasis
on performing overseas. In recent years particularly, the NHK Symphony Orchestra has established a remarkable presence on
the world’s most prestigious stages, including its appearance at the Salzburg Festival in 2013, and its European tour in May 2025
in conjunction with the Mahler Festival (Concertgebouw, Amsterdam), and the Prague Spring Festival, performing in six cities in
five countries.

Contributing to society is also one of the orchestra’s essential activities, which includes presentng the Hotto Concert
designed for the whole family to enjoy, giving concerts and lessons at schools nationwide, performing chamber music concerts
to give peace of mind to and cheer up people in disaster-stricken areas and hospitals, and hosting the NHKSO Academy to
foster next generation musicians.

Conductors who are closely associated with the NHK Symphony Orchestra include Fabio Luisi (Chief Conductor), Charles
Dutoit (Music Director Emeritus), Herbert Blomstedt (Honorary Conductor Laureate), Vladimir Ashkenazy (Conductor Laureate),
Paavo Jarvi (Honorary Conductor), Tadaaki Otaka (Permanent Conductor), and Tatsuya Shimono (Permanent Conductor).

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Subscription Concerts

The subscription concert series, which was started on February 20,
1927, is the main pillar of the NHK Symphony Orchestra’s perfor-
mance activities. Fifty-four subscription concerts of three different
programs are broadcast nationwide on NHK TV and FM radio.
Performing wide ranging repertoires by inviting the world’s most
renowned conductors and soloists, the NHK Symphony Orchestra
aims to elevate its performances through the subscription series.

Special Concerts

The NHK Symphony Orchestra organizes and hosts a variety of
concerts including the year-end Beethoven 9th concerts, the Hotto
Concert designed for school children and their families during
summer vacation, the Music Tomorrow, a concert of new works,
and the Summer Concert to feature masterpieces during summer.
Furthermore, we have been working on projects, since 2023 fiscal
year, to attract a much wider audience to enjoy classical music
such as concerts featuring the music of NHK's saga dramas and
classical masterpieces.

Other Concerts

The NHK Symphony Orchestra gives concerts at many venues
across Japan including local concerts co-hosted by the orchestra
and NHK's local broadcast stations, and concerts on the invitation
from local municipalities, concert halls and corporations.

Overseas Tours

The NHK Symphony Orchestra’s first overseas tour was an around-
the-world concert tour in 1960. Since then, it has made more than
forty overseas concert tours, those in recent years including its
first appearance at the Salzburg Music Festival in August 2013,
the spring of 2020 tour of Europe’s music capitals, including Berlin
and Vienna, and its May 2025 European tour in conjunction with
the invitation to the Mahler Festival (Concertgebouw, Amsterdam).
Such overseas concert tours have not only brought the orchestra
much artistic acclaim, but also contributed to the promotion of in-
ternational cultural exchange. A concert to commemorate the 60th
Anniversary of Japan-Singapore Diplomatic Relations has been
scheduled for April 2026 in Singapore.

Social Contribution Activities

Music cheers us up and gives us moments of peace. NHK Sympho-
ny Orchestra gets out of the concert hall to deliver delightful music
to people in various situations at various places in an effort to con-
tribute to society at large.

Nurturing the future of children

The NHK Symphony Orchestra has been presenting events such as
“Hotto Concert,” a concert for children and their parents to enjoy a
collection of classical music masterpieces held during school holi-
days every summer, and “Let’s Enjoy Music with the NHK Symphony
Orchestra,” a project to invite preschoolers from nursery schools in
its vicinity to the orchestra’s rehearsal studio in Takanawa to teach
how much fun music can be. In addition, from time to time, the or-
chestra visits elementary, junior high, and high schools nationwide
to perform concerts and to give lessons on musical performance.
And in recent years, it has held workshops making use of remote
technology. We will make further efforts to enrich minds and hearts
of children by offering them hands-on experience to know more
about music and our musicians.

Fostering professional musicians of highest quality

The Conductor Trainee System is a program that the NHK Sympho-
ny Orchestra launched in the 1950s for the purpose of providing an
occasion to learn conducting in a practical manner. By accepting
promising young conductors at the actual site of the orchestra to
provide them with opportunities to engage in music making with
renowned conductors from both home and abroad, the NHK Sym-
phony Orchestra has produced many notable conductors to lead the
classic music world. In 2003, we established the NHK Symphony
Orchestra Academy for the purpose of fostering orchestra musi-
cians. Successful applicants through auditions will receive lessons
and training from the orchestra musicians, and through participation
in rehearsals and concerts. Those who completed the course are
now performing in orchestras around the world including the NHK
Symphony Orchestra.

Connected to people in local communities

The NHK Symphony Orchestra is lending a hand to various organiza-
tions and municipal governments across Japan to promote classical
music and culture at their request. It is engaged in works and activ-
ities which are closely connected to local communities by demon-
strating performances of classical music in kindergartens and
community facilities, and giving lessons to school children. Recently,
there are an increasing number of opportunities for the orchestra to
participate in events held by NHK's local broadcasting stations. On
some occasions, the orchestra’s percussionist takes the role of ring-
ing the judging bells to convey the result of the contestants for the
long-lasting amateur singing contest “NHK Nodo Jiman" broadcast
Sunday lunchtime on NHK TV and radio.

Delivering music to hospitals, welfare facilities,
and disaster-affected areas

The NHK Symphony Orchestra’s musicians visit hospitals and se-
nior care facilities to present a small concert to give a moment of
peace and comfort to patients, their families caring for them, and
elderly people. The orchestra also visits areas stricken by disasters
to encourage local people through music. Fifteen members of the
orchestra visited the Noto Peninsula, a month after the earthquake
which hit the area in January 2024, and gave a ‘mini-concert’ at six
evacuation centers in four localities.

Expanding the sphere of international exchange

Since its around-the-world concert tour in 1960, the orchestra has
also been focusing on its overseas performances, and in recent
years, it has enjoyed more opportunities to receive invitations to
world’s most renowned stages, including the Mahler Festival held
in the Dutch capital of Amsterdam in May 2025. Domestically, on
the other hand, the orchestra is collaborating with universities in
the Tokyo metropolitan area in an effort to invite overseas students
studying in Japan to the concerts the orchestra hosts.

In collaboration with universities and experts

The NHK Symphony Orchestra is also exploring new fields such
as utilization of digital technology and medical area in cooper-
ation with people from different fields. Video distribution of our
performance on our official YouTube channel is provided with the
collaboration of Tokyo University of Technology. Some of the foot-
age recorded and edited by the students of the School of Media
Science, and created with the guidance of experts from NHK and
the NHK Symphony Orchestra is of a quality comparable to that
of professionals. Furthermore, at the NHK Symphony Orchestra
Concert hosted by NTT East in November 2022, the orchestra took
part in a verification experiment of IOWN (Innovative Optical and
Wireless Network) that realizes video and audio connections so
that people feel as if they are in the same place despite an actual
geographical distance. Connecting Tokyo Opera City Concert Hall
in Shinjuku with a school facility in Chofu City on the outskirts of
Tokyo, the project of a real-time remote performance of Radetzky
March was successfully conducted by the two-way transmission
of the snare drum playing in Chofu, the orchestra’s performance in
Shinjuku, and audience’s clapping to the rhythm at both venues. On
the other hand, in July 2020 when the world was still exploring the
countermeasures against new coronavirus infection, the orchestra
dispatched many musicians and staff members to take part in exper-
iments to investigate how droplets would be dispersed during music
performances, which were conducted by an industrial association.
Thanks to such an effort, the safe positioning of instruments on the
stage was clarified, thus helping to prepare a standardized instruc-
tion manual of the orchestral industry.
