Michiyoshi Inoue, conductor

Born in Tokyo in 1946, Michiyoshi Inoue studied under Hideo Saito
at Toho Gakuen School of Music and launched his career internationally
after winning the Guido Cantelli Conducting Competition in Milan in
1971. He has continuously served in positions such as Music Director of
the New Japan Philharmonic and the City of Kyoto Symphony Orchestra,
Principal Conductor of the Osaka Philharmonic Orchestra, and Music
Director of the Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa (presently Conductor Laureate) while also working with
renowned orchestras such as the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, the Munchner Philharmoniker
as well as serving as Principal Guest Conductor of the New Zealand Symphony Orchestra.

In 2007, he led a Shostakovich complete symphonies project with five Japanese and
Russian orchestras which was a great success. He took a rest due to iliness in April 2014, but he
returned to the podium in October of the same year, and then as a general director, he created
unrivaled stages of a new production of Mozart’s Le Nozze di Figaro (stage direction by Hideki
Noda) in 2015 and 2020, Bernstein's Mass at the Osaka International Festival in 2017, and Don
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Giovanni (stage direction by Kaiji Moriyama), but in November last year, he announced on his blog
that he would retire at the end of 2024. Therefore, every NHK Symphony Orchestra concert he
conducts from now on will be a very precious opportunity.

Since his first collaboration with the orchestra in May 1978, he has conducted more than
70 concerts including those overseas, and he will be conducting the orchestra’s Beethoven
9th Symphony Concerts at the year end. Expectations are especially high for this month’s
program featuring masterpieces of Akira Ifukube and Shostakovich, the composers he has been
particularly known for.

Akira Ifukube (1914-2006)

Sinfonia Tapkaara

A herald of Japan’s classical music, Ifukube beat a path for younger generations such as
the world-famous composer Toru Takemitsu (1930-1996). Born in Hokkaido, the country’s
northern island, Ifukube spent his childhood surrounded by folk tunes sung by different
settlers and music of the Ainu, the local indigenous population. He took up playing violin
before beginning to teach himself composition at age 15.

Ifukube’s style is marked by folk colors and powerful rhythms which he expressed
precisely by his skillful orchestration. Also, he frequently made use of ostinato, technique of
repeating persistently a rhythmic and/or melodic pattern. All these features are even found in
the main theme he wrote for the 1954 movie “Godzilla.” While the soundtrack has brought
his name to wide audience, he left us a number of important classical works. And its excellent
example is Sinfonia Tapkaara composed in 1954 and revised in 1979.

Tapkaara is a ritual stomping dance of the Ainu. According to the composer, he wrote
this sinfonia (symphony), one and only piece he named so, in empathy with the Ainu people
and feeling nostalgia for his own boyhood. The first movement starts with a dignified
introduction directly giving the melodious first theme. The soul-stirring Allegro main section
reminds us of Stravinsky’s avant-garde ballet Rite of Spring (1913) repeating the first theme
which now stomps with sharp accents. At the outset of the second movement, harp gives the
descending theme, which would (later in a shortened shape) sound incessantly as an ostinato.
The third movement is also dominated by “repetition” of rhythmic/melodic motifs and even
of the same notes, which leads to the rousing ending with trancelike piccolo.

Dmitry Shostakovich (1906-1975)

Symphony No. 10 E Minor Op. 93

A contemporary of the Sinfonia Tapkaara, Shostakovich’s Tenth was premiered in
December 1953 in St. Petersburg (then Leningrad). It is said to have been composed in the
summer of 1953 right after Joseph Stalin died in March, while some sources suggest that
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certain of the elements date back to the pre-Thaw period.

Unlike Rachmaninov, Stravinsky and others who fled to (or decided to stay in) the West,
Shostakovich remained behind the Iron Curtain. Thus, he had been considered a Soviet-
patronized composer who joined their propaganda. He certainly “rehabilitated” himself a few
times creating “proper Soviet music” following infamous censorships. However, Zestimony
(1979) —a book published by Solomon Volkov as memoirs of Shostakovich—rewrote his
image. Though the book’s genuineness is controversial, the composer is regarded today as a
man who resisted the regime in spirit and revealed his real intentions in his music bravely but
secretly. As for Op. 93, he explains in Zestzmony that it is about Stalin and the Stalin years and
that the second movement is the dictator’s musical portrait. The work sounds undoubtedly
dark and tragic except for the optimistic conclusion.

The extensive opening movement is in sonata form. At the start, cellos and basses intone
the dusky first theme as if hesitantly, while the second theme given by solo flute over strings’
pizzicato becomes an ominous waltz. These two elements are developed to eventually reach an
orchestral scream. Piccolo with a high-pitched voice ends feebly this movement. The second
movement is a savage Scherzo which evokes belligerent military music, lacking any contrastive
trio (central) section. After the “supposed” portrait of the oppressor, the composer himself
appears during the dance-like third movement: here we hear clearly the famous DSCH motif
consisting of four notes D-E flat-C-B (D-Es—C-H in German notation) after the German
transliteration of his name (D. SCH ostakowitsch). The final movement has a slow introduction.
Then an abrupt clarinet signal opens the clamorous main section. The DSCH maotif is
shouted out by the whole orchestra including tam-tam at the zenith, before being pronounced
by horns, trombones and timpani each in turn in the breathtaking coda.

Kumiko Nishi

English-French-Japanese translator based in the USA. Holds a MA in musicology from the University
of Lyon I, France and a BA from the Tokyo University of the Arts (Geidai).
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and from 2000 to 2004 he also served as Chief Conductor of the BBC Symphony Orchestra.

In 2008, he was appointed Music Director of the Detroit Symphony Orchestra, and for over a
decade, he contributed to the development of the orchestra (now Music Director Laureate), and from
2011 to 2017, he made a great achievement as Music Director of the Orchestre national de Lyon
(now Honorary Music Director). He has made innumerable guest appearances with the world’s most
prestigious orchestras, and with the NHK Symphony Orchestra, he has made a return every few
years since his first appearance in 1984, forging a close and trusting relationship.

The music he creates has both bright and dynamic expansion and meticulous detail, and
surely such fine quality will be fully displayed in the works of Vaughan Williams and Copland
which he has been especially noted for. The coming subscription concerts under his baton will
be no doubt a good opportunity to highlight the authentic value of such works which are rarely
performed in Japan.

Ray Chen, violin

Born in Taiwan and growing up in Australia, Ray Chen was admitted
to the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia when he was fifteen, to
study under Aaron Rosand. He won the Yehudi Menuhin International
Competition in 2008 and the Queen Elisabeth International Music
Competition of Belgium in 2009, and garnered the world’s attention. He
was introduced as an artist worth attention in Strad and Gramophone,
both major music magazines in Europe, and was selected as one of 30 most influential Asians
under 30 years old in Forbes Magazine. After winning international competitions, he has worked
with the world’s famed orchestras including the London Symphony Orchestra, the Leipzig
Gewandhaus Orchestra and the Los Angeles Philharmonic with conductors such as Riccardo
Chailly, Vladimir Jurowski, and Sakari Oramo.

He currently plays a 1714 Stradivarius ‘Dolphin’ on loan from the Nippon Music Foundation.

Ralph Vaughan Williams (1872-1958)

Five Variants of Dives and Lazarus

Born in South England, Vaughan Williams (hereafter VW) had a distinctive “English” style
firstly because he collected/edited English folksongs and carols of which he used many in his
own compositions.

The uniqueness of Five Variants of Dives and Lazarus (1939) resides in its concept, as
this is a series of “variants” but not “variations”. In the oral tradition, one single folksong
has diverse variants (versions) with slightly different music and/or words. Here VW joined a
folksong and its variants to freely orchestrate them. The melody of Dives and Lazarus has been
known in England since the 16th century at least. The lyrics are based on the parable of Jesus
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from the Gospel of Luke about a rich man who refuses to give alms to a beggar.

Despite a small ensemble for strings and harp, the work sounds thick (for each section is
often subdivided) but also transparent thanks to VW'’s exceptional orchestration inherited from
his teacher Ravel. The introduction where the original tune is given and the five variants are
played seamlessly, but the start of each is noticeable with the change of atmospheres and
times. The most recognizable is the Variant 111 as it’s opened by the violin solo over harp
accompaniment. The Variant V in 4/4 time evokes a solemn chorale. After the powerful climax,
a tranquil moment comes to end this beautiful piece which was unsurprisingly played at the
composer’s funeral.

Felix Mendelssohn Bartholdy (1809-1847)

Violin Concerto E Minor Op. 64

Born in Germany, Mendelssohn wore many hats: as a gifted composer, an excellent
pianist, an inspirational conductor—nhe led the prestigious Gewandhausorchester Leipzig—
and an indefatigable educator who founded the Leipzig Conservatory. He was also a leader of
the “revival” of J. S. Bach’s works.

It is no exaggeration to say that Op. 64 is the most popular violin concerto.
Mendelssohn wrote it for Ferdinand David, a violinist who was then concertmaster of the
Gewandhausorchester, taking advice from him. The premiere took place in 1845, two years
earlier than the composer’s demise at age 38.

All the three movements are played without pause, which was exceptional during the
time. Mendelssohn fills the concerto with Romantic virtuosity while following Classical
concerto format in a free manner. The opening sonata movement has an introduction less
than two bars before the violin solo enters singing the—world-famous—flowing, fervent first
theme. The G-major second theme introduced by woodwinds has a calmer character. Here
the composer wrote down the soloist’s cadenza (virtuosic improvisatory section) in full, which
was, again, an atypical thing in those days. Following a sustained note by bassoon as a bridge,
the next slow movement in C major starts. It has a symmetric A-B—A form with the unquiet
central section. The final movement has a minor short prelude by strings before a bright
trumpet fanfare announces the beginning of the E-major Allegro section in sonata rondo
form. Then the solo violin gives immediately the bouncing main theme. The soloist and the
orchestra both dash for the feverish, festive ending.

Ralph Vaughan Williams
Symphony No. 5 D Major

Trained in London and later by Bruch and Ravel on the continent, VW was a prolific
composer who pursued a wide range of genres. However, his role as a great symphonist was
particularly essential for 20th century music history, as most of his contemporaries turned
their back on the tradition of symphony anchored by Bruckner and Mahler.

VW left us nine symphonies premiered between 1910 and 1958. Interestingly enough,
the Fifth is “dedicated without permission to Jean Sibelius” (VW's own expression), another
great symphonist of the century whom VW esteemed. Of all nine, the Fifth is the most serene
symphony. This character is somewhat unexpected considering its historical backdrop, as it
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was composed mostly during World War 11. Conceivably, an undertone of darkness in this
idyllic music might be tied to this unpeaceful time. We should also consider that numbers of
this symphony’s main materials are quoted from his then-uncompleted opera The Pilgrim’s
Progress based on a Christian allegory written by the Puritan preacher John Bunyan.VW had
been working on this opera since the pre-war period.

The Fifth consists of four movements. VW first brings the home key into question, as
the opening movement in flexible sonata form begins dissonantly with a horn dotted call
in D major against a C note sustained by low strings. Then the violins doubled by flutes
introduce the folksy, slightly dark main tune in D major, before the radiant second theme
is given by violins in E major. The next movement is a rhythmically inventive scherzo. The
third movement begins with strings utilizing mutes, a devise to make a softer sound, and a
lone cor anglais (English horn) solo. Soon after, violas lead a contrapuntal string ensemble
followed by an extensive, intense musical meditation. In the last movement, VW modernizes
the past passacaglia form, a series of variations over a repetitive bass melody. This luxuriant
finale reminds us of how deeply VW is rooted in the 16th-17th century’s polyphonic tradition
of England. The symphony has a celestial conclusion in D major as though it answered the
opening question.

Aaron Copland (1900-1990)

Appalachian Spring, ballet (complete)

The future “Dean of American Composers,” Copland was trained by the legendary
music pedagogue Nadia Boulanger in Paris in the early 1920s. At the time, he began to search
for an “American” style under the influence of jazz. Although he mostly parted with the jazz
idiom after a while, he would continue to ask himself what true American music is. The best-
known result of this quest is his trilogy of ballets: Billy the Kid, Rodeo and Appalachian Spring.

Appalachian Spring was scored for the American dancer and choreographer Martha
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Graham and premiered in 1944 in Washington D.C. with the set by the Japanese American
sculptor Isamu Noguchi. Incidentally, Copland had completed the music before Graham
suggested him the title, a quote from Hart Crane’s poem. It since amused the composer to
hear people praising him for skillfully describing the springtime Appalachians of which he had
never been aware during the composition.

The story is set in the early 19th century in Pennsylvania. It recounts a pioneer
celebration at a farmhouse newly built for a young bride and groom, featuring also an older
pioneer lady, a revivalist preacher and his congregation. Square dances and rural fiddlers
heard in the middle of the work brings about a folkish feeling. The highlight of the whole score
comes afterwards with a set of five variations. It is on the famous Shaker song Simple Gifts of
which the melody is introduced serenely by a clarinet solo. According to Copland, this is the
only quote of an actual folk tune in this ballet, and besides it he created *“ rhythms, harmonies
and melodies that suggest an American ambiance”.

Aaron Copland

Rodeo, ballet (complete)

Copland’s pursuit of a distinctive American classical music resulted in a simple but
strong, accessible but highly unique style with tunefulness and evocativeness. He himself
mentioned that the basis for this quest was his increasing dissatisfaction with the relations of
music-loving public and living composers.

Rodeo: The Courting at Burnt Ranch was composed for Agnes de Mille, another leading
American dancer. Its 1942 premiere in New York was a tremendous success. Indeed, the
supremely American subject and the score abundant in American folk melodies—most of
which are intact—were a perfect fit with the wartime patriotic mood.

The ballet tells a story linked to gender concerns of today. The opening Buckaroo
Holiday is a bustling scene where cowboys gather for a rodeo. A mannish Cowgirl, the lead
role, is portrayed by the slower, hesitating melody. She tries to attract the Head Wrangler by
riding a wild horse, but he prefers another feminine girl. In Corral Nocturne, a melancholic
clarinet melody describes the Cowgirl lone and disappointed. Then honky-tonk by piano
starts Ranch House Parry. Cowboys and their girls swirl in pairs during Saturday Night Waltz
while the Cowgirl in a boyish outfit is standing alone before the Roper approaches her. Hoe-
Down begins with the famous American fiddle tune Bonaparte’s Retrear which recurs during
this finale. Here the Cowgirl, dressed up to prove her charm, steals the hearts of cowboys
including the Head Wrangler.
