Artist Profiles
Michael Sanderling, conductor

Michael Sanderling has been Chief Conductor of the Lucerne Sym-
phony Orchestra since 2021, leading the orchestra on tours across
Asia, South America, and Europe. Since the start of his tenure, sev-
eral acclaimed recordings have been released, notably a Brahms
cycle in 2023 featuring the four symphonies and the piano quartet
orchestrated by Arnold Schénberg, which he will conduct with the
NHK Symphony Orchestra in this concert.

As guest conductor, Michael Sanderling leads renowned orchestras worldwide, includ-
ing the Berliner Philharmoniker, the Gewandhausorchester Leipzig, the Royal Concertge-
bouw Orchestra, the Orchestre de Paris, the NHK Symphony Orchestra, the Hong Kong
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Philharmonic Orchestra, the Philharmonia Orchestra in London, the Tonhalle-Orchester
Zirich, the Wiener Symphoniker, and the Helsinki Philharmonic Orchestra.

From 2011 to 2019, he was Chief Conductor of the Dresdner Philharmonie, elevating
the orchestra’s profile through performances in Dresden and international tours. Prior to
this, he served as Chief Conductor of the Kammerakademie Potsdam from 2006 to 2011.

His extensive discography includes the complete symphonies of Beethoven and
Shostakovich with the Dresdner Philharmonie, as well as major works by Dvorak, Schumann,
Prokofiev and Tchaikovsky. In 2011, he conducted a new production of Sergei Prokofiev's
War and Peace at the Oper Koln, earning him the title of “Conductor of the Year” from Opern-
welt magazine.

Michael Sanderling is deeply committed to nurturing young musical talent. He teaches
at the Frankfurt University of Music and Performing Arts and also works regularly with the
Schleswig-Holstein Festival Orchestra.

His previous appearance with the NHK Symphony Orchestra was in April 2015 when
he conducted a program that included Bruckner’s Fourth Symphony.

Chrlstlan Tetzlaff, violin

Violinist Christian Tetzlaff is highly acclaimed for his expressive, insight-
ful and personal interpretations. His individual approach to the score,
always searching for the emotional and structural depth of the compo-
sition, has built a loyal following over time who often describe his per-
formance as an existential experience.

He has appeared with major orchestras of the highest calibre such
as Berliner and Wiener Philharmonikers, New York Philharmonic, the Boston and Chicago
Symphony Orchestras, the Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra, London Symphony Orchestra
and many others, collaborating with many of today’s leading conductors. He performs an
extensive repertoire ranging from Bach’s solo sonatas and partitas to contemporary works
by Gyorgy Ligeti, Jorg Widmann and Thomas Ades. In 2023 he took over the artistic direc-
tion of the Spannungen Festival in Heimbach, Germany.

In the 2025-26 season, Christian Tetzlaff features as Artist-in-Residence of the Rundfunk-
Sinfonieorchester Berlin and performs concertos by Berg, Suk and Dvorak as well as cham-
ber music with Vladimir Jurowski. Further highlights include duo recitals with Leif Ove
Andsnes, solo violin recitals in Berlin, Oslo and London, and concerts with the BBC Sym-
phony Orchestra, Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie Bremen, Wiener Symphoniker, and the
Helsinki Philharmonic Orchestra.

Since his debut with the NHK Symphony Orchestra in 1993, he has collaborated regu-
larly both in Tokyo and on tour.
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Tanja Tetzlaff, cello

Tanja Tetzlaff is recognized as one of the most influential cellists of
her generation, both as a soloist and chamber musician. Her playing
is distinguished by a uniquely refined, powerful and nuanced tone,
always shaped by cultivated musicality. She is committed to going
beyond traditional concert formats, integrating other art forms and
engaging with social and ecological issues. In recognition of both her
artistic work and her strong advocacy for climate protection, she was awarded the Duis-
burg Music Prize in 2024.

Over the course of her international career, she has appeared with leading orchestras
across Europe, Asia and North America, and works with conductors such as Alan Gilbert,
Daniel Harding, Philippe Herreweghe, Karina Canellakis, Heinz Holliger, Paavo Jarvi, Roger
Norrington and Robin Ticciati.

Chamber music is a hallmark of her artistic life. A founding member of the Tetzlaff Quar-
tett, she has performed with the ensemble worldwide since 1994. She also appears inter-
nationally in duo and trio formations with Florian Donderer. In addition, she is a member of
the acclaimed Tetzlaff Trio with her brother Christian Tetzlaff and pianist Kiveli Dérken, who
succeeded the late founding member Lars Vogt.

She previously appeared with the NHK Symphony Orchestra in 2017, performing
Schumann’s cello concerto under Paavo Jarvi.

Program Notes

Johannes Brahms (1833-1897)

Double Concerto for Violin and Cello, A Minor Op. 102

German composer Johannes Brahms was born in Hamburg in 1833 and brought up in a
working-class background. He was given lessons on the piano, cello, and horn as a young
boy and later studied piano and composition with Eduard Marxsen, who instilled in him
a love of Bach and the Viennese Classical composers. After leaving school, he earned his
living as a pianist and conducting amateur choirs to help his family, while aspiring to be a
composer. The first turning point came in 1853 when he met Robert Schumann (1810—
1856) and Clara Schumann (1819-1896) in Diisseldorf and played to them his piano
sonata, which Robert praised enthusiastically. His international reputation came with the
success of his Ein deutsches Requiem (A German Requiem) in Bremen in 1868. In 1872, he
became the director of concerts of the Gesellschaft der Musikfreunde and settled perma-
nently in Vienna. From then on, he could concentrate more on composition, although he
continued to tour as pianist and conductor, performing not only his own compositions but
a wide range of works consisting of contemporary as well as earlier repertoire. His compo-
sitions include 4 symphonies, 4 concertos, piano works, chamber music for various forces,
choral works, and songs.
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His Double Concerto for Violin and Cello, Op. 102, was composed in the summer of
1887 at Lake Thun, a picturesque holiday resort in Switzerland. Written two years after
his Symphony No. 4 (1885), it was to become his last work for orchestra. The impetus for
composing this Double Concerto seems to have come from the cellist Robert Hausmann,
who had asked Brahms for a cello concerto. But instead, the composer came up with a
concerto for two soloists, which had precedents in the 18th century, but quite unusual
for the time. The violin part of the Double Concerto was intended for the renowned
Austro-Hungarian violinist, Joseph Joachim, for whom Brahms had composed his Violin
Concerto in 1878. Although Brahms had fallen out with Joachim for some years, this con-
certo resulted in a reconciliation.

The concerto was premiered in Cologne in October 1887 with Joachim and Hausmann
as soloists and the composer conducting. At first, his friends, including Clara Schumann,
were somewhat skeptical about the work, but despite the initial cool reception, it went on
to be highly regarded by musicians and audiences alike.

The main theme of the Allegro first movement is introduced by the orchestra but is
interrupted by an extended cello solo followed a cadenza by the two soloists, before the
main theme returns in the orchestra. The cello then introduces the gentle second theme.
The lyrical second movement (Andante) opens with the two instruments presenting the
rapturous melody in D major in octave unison. The rondo finale (Vivace non troppo) pays
tribute to Joachim’s Hungarian roots with its lively gypsy-style theme.

Johannes Brahms (1833-1897) / Arnold Schonberg (1874-1951)
Piano Quartet No. 1 G Minor Op. 25

Arnold Schonberg, known as the composer who revolutionized 20th century music with

his 12-tone technique (serialism), was a great admirer of Johannes Brahms. In his essay
Brahms the Progressive, Schonberg said that Brahms “was a great innovator in the realm
of musical language...in fact, he was a great progressive.” Schonberg particularly admired
Brahms’s technique of the “developing variation” and utilized this in his own works. A
work he was fond of was Brahms’s Piano Quartet No.1 in G minor, which Schonberg
orchestrated in 1937 for the Los Angeles Philharmonic.

Brahms had composed the work, the first of three piano quartets, in 1861 when he
was in his late twenties. Around this time, he produced several chamber music works
including his string sextets, piano quintet, and the first cello sonata. He was quite proud of
the quartet and the following year he chose it in the program of his first concert in Vienna
as pianist and composer. The quartet is in four movements. The Allegro first move-
ment opens with a four-note motive, which becomes the basis of the whole movement
and undergoes numerous transformations. The second movement, titled Intermezzo, is a
scherzo in all but name. The restless Allegro ma non troppo sections frame the trio (Ani-
mato). The third movement is a ravishing lyrical slow movement that Brahms excelled in.
The finale is a Rondo alla zingarese (gypsy-style rondo), which we also heard earlier in the
Double Concerto, but this finale is more youthful and exuberant.

Schonberg arranged this quartet for a huge orchestra that features abundant percussion,
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used to great effect in the gypsy-style finale. He explained that one of the reasons he orches-
trated the work was that often the piano part is played too loudly and one can’t hear the
strings. “I wanted for once to hear everything and this I achieved.”

If you enjoy this orchestral performance and you are not familiar with the original
piano quartet, it is well worth seeking out and comparing the two versions.

NHK SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA, TOKYO

Kazuki Yamada is the Music Director of the City of Birmingham Sym-
phony Orchestra. Alongside his commitments in Birmingham, he is also
Artistic and Music Director of Orchestre Philharmonique de Monte-Carlo
and will become Chief Conductor and Artistic Director of the Deutsches
Symphonie-Orchester Berlin from the 2026-27 season. In Japan, he
holds further titles of Artistic Director (Music) of Tokyo Metropolitan
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Theatre and Music Director of Yokohama Sinfonietta and the Philharmonic Chorus of Tokyo.

Yamada'’s passionate and collaborative approach to conducting means he commands a
busy international diary of concerts, opera, and choral conducting. In recent years, he made
debut appearances with the Berliner Philharmoniker, Filarmonica della Scala, Swedish Radio
Symphony Orchestra, The Cleveland Orchestra, New York Philharmonic, and San Francisco
Symphony. He continues regular guesting commitments with Orchestra dell’Accademia Nazi-
onale di Santa Cecilia, Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse, Orchestre National de
France, and Orchestre Philharmonique du Luxembourg.

Yamada performs with distinguished soloists such as Emanuel Ax, Leif Ove Andsnes,
Seong-Jin Cho, Isabelle Faust, Martin Helmchen, Nobuko Imai, Lucas and Arthur Jussen,
Alexandre Kantorow, Evgeny Kissin, Yunchan Lim, Bruce Liu, Krystian Zimerman, and Frank
Peter Zimmermann.

Strongly committed to his role as an educator, Yamada appears annually as a guest artist
at the Seiji Ozawa International Academy Switzerland and is keenly involved in the CBSO'’s out-
reach programme. Yamada studied music at Tokyo University of the Arts, and he first achieved
international attention upon receiving first prize in the 51st International Besangon Competition
for Young Conductors in 2009.

For more than a decade, Yamada has collaborated regularly with the NHK Symphony
Orchestra, conducting a wide range of works with particular emphasis on French repertoire
and music by Japanese composers of the twentieth century.

Suyoen Kim, violin

Prizewinner at the Queen Elisabeth International Music Competition
in Brussels and the International Joseph Joachim Violin Competition
in Hannover, violinist Suyoen Kim has appeared as a soloist with
renowned orchestras such as the Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie
Bremen, Norrlandsoperan Symphony Orchestra, Hermitage Theatre
Orchestra St. Petersburg, Copenhagen Philharmonic, Minchner
Symphoniker, Bayerische Kammerphilharmonie, Orchestre Philharmonieque de Stras-
bourg, and Seoul Symphony Orchestra. She has performed with internationally acclaimed
conductors such as Kurt Masur, Eliahu Inbal, Myung-Whun Chung, Jan Latham-Koenig,
Peter Ruzicka and Walter Weller. Her recording of Karl Amadeus Hartmann’s Concerto
funebre with the Bayerische Kammerphilharmonie was recommended by BBC Radio 3 as
the best available recording of this concerto.

Suyoen Kim is first concertmaster of the Konzerthausorchester Berlin since January
2018 and was previously a member of the Artemis Quartet.

Born in Minster, Germany in 1987, she received her first violin lessons when she was
five years old. At the age of nine, she enrolled at the Musikhochschule Minster, studying
with Professor Helge Slaatto. After receiving her degree, she continued her studies with
Professor Ana Chumachenco, graduating from the Hochschule flir Musik und Theater
Minchen with a Masters in 2010, and from the Kronberg Academy in 2012.

This is her first appearance with the NHK Symphony Orchestra.

Kazuo Yamada (1912-1991)

Also sang ein Jiingling, small symphonic poem
(Thus Sang a Young Man)

All the works performed tonight were composed during a brief period in the 1930s, on the
eve of the Second World War. None of the composers were directly involved in the fight-
ing, but inevitably their lives were impacted by the turmoil of the war.

Nowadays, Kazuo Yamada is generally remembered as a conductor who played an
active role in the postwar orchestral scene in Japan, but in fact he started out as a com-
poser. He studied the piano at the Tokyo Music School (now the Tokyo University of the
Arts) and later composition with Klaus Pringsheim, who was a pupil of Mahler. Yamada
won several prizes for his compositions including first prize in an NHK competition with
his Prelude on Fapanese Popular Songs for orchestra in 1937. He made his conducting debut
in 1940, becoming assistant conductor of the New Symphony Orchestra (now the NHK
Symphony Orchestra) in 1941 and Chief Conductor in 1942, a post he held until 1951.

Also sang ein Fiingling — the title is reminiscent of Mahler’s song cycle — won a prize at
the 2nd Competition of Japanese Composers held by the New Symphony Orchestra and
was premiered in February 1938 by its Chief Conductor Joseph Rosenstock along with
four other works. It received two further performances by the orchestra in 1942, which
Yamada conducted himself.

The work, which the composer called a small symphonic poem for large orchestra, is
formed of two main sections and features flair and energy of the ambitious 25-year-old.
According to his autobiography, “the piece weaves together the light and shadow of youth,
distilling the very essence of my youthful, wild, and surging blood, passion, and message.”

Karl Amadeus Hartmann (1905-1963)

Concerto funebre (Funereal Concerto)

German composer Karl Amadeus Hartmann studied in Munich with Joseph Haas and
Hermann Scherchen. A dedicated anti-fascist, Hartmann withdrew completely from Ger-
man musical life during the Nazi years and refused to allow his music to be played in Ger-
many, although they were performed abroad.

After the war, his reputation was restored and he was appointed dramaturg of the
Bayerische Staatsoper. He also founded “Musica Viva,” a concert series for new music in
Munich which was launched in October 1945 and continues to this day. His compositions
include 8 symphonies, several works for solo instrument and orchestra/ensemble, 2 string
quartets, opera Sumplicius Simplicissimus, and several cantatas.

His Concerto funebre for violin and string orchestra was composed in 1939 and revised
in 1959. Originally entitled Musik der Trauer (Music of Mourning), it was written out of
anger and despair at Hitler’s annexation of Czechoslovakia, which is why the well-known
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Hussite hymn You who are God’s Warriors is quoted by the solo violin at the beginning. The
four movements, performed without a break, consist of the sombre Introduction (LLargo),
the plaintive Adagio, the turbulent Allegro di molto (which includes a short cadenza for
the violin), and the Choral (Slow March). The final movement incorporates the Russian
song Immortal victims (quoted by Shostakovich in his Symphony No. 11) in the tutti, over
which the violin soars upward. First performed in 1940 in St. Gallen in Switzerland, the
work remains powerfully relevant today.

Isotaro Sugata (1907-1952)

Symphonic Overture Op. 6

A contemporary of Kazuo Yamada, Yokohama-born Isotaro Sugata was regarded as a
promising composer in the 1930-40s; indeed, one of Sugata’s compositions won a prize
at the same competition as Yamada’s Also sang ein Fiingling. He studied composition pri-
vately with Kosaku Yamada and Kiyoshi Nobutoki, and subsequently with Pringsheim. He
composed many orchestral works in the 1940s, despite suffering from tuberculosis, but
after the war his reputation faded, and following his death at the age of 44, he was soon
forgotten. His music finally came to light in the early 2000s.

His Symphonic Overture, composed in 1939, won a prize at the competition cele-
brating the 2600th year of the Japanese Empire held by the NHK in 1940 and was broad-
cast on radio in February that year (performed by the predecessor of the NHKSO). The
work strongly reflects his studies with Pringsheim and clearly takes the first movement of
Hindemith’s Mathis der Maler Symphony as the model. It is formed of two sections, the
introductory Andante Maestoso and the fugal Allegro energico, and concludes with a tri-
umphant coda. His handling of the orchestral texture is clear and effective throughout.

The Kanagawa Philharmonic Orchestra gave the work’s revival in 2002.

Paul Hindemith (1895-1963)

Mathis der Maler, symphony (Matthias the Painter)

The eldest among today’s four composers, Paul Hindemith was one of the foremost Ger-
man composers of the generation. Not only was he a versatile and prolific composer — he
wrote 423 works — but he was an accomplished player on several instruments, including
violin, viola, and clarinet. Early in his career, he was a violinist at the Frankfurt Opera
Orchestra and played in string quartets. He also had interests in early music and was
involved in the revival of instruments such as the viola d’amore and cornett. His compo-
sitional output includes 11 operas, many concertos, music for chamber ensemble, string
quartets, sonatas for almost every orchestral instrument, and vocal works. His musical style
changed over the years, but his mature music is characterized as neoclassical, combining
expanded tonal harmony with contrapuntal texture. During World War II, he took an anti-
Nazi stance, which led to his music being labeled as “degenerate” and banned. He escaped
initially to Switzerland, and later to the U.S.A.
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Mathis der Maler Symphony was composed in parallel with his opera of the same title
about the German painter Mathias Griinewald (also known as Mathis Gothard Nithart,
¢.1475-1528) who is best known for his Isenheim Altarpiece, now housed in Colmar. The
opera explores Griinewald’s struggle to find his place as an artist during times of political
and social upheaval. The symphony, completed before the opera, was premiered in March
1934 by the Berliner Philharmoniker conducted by Wilhelm Furtwéngler, who had com-
missioned the work.

The symphony consists of three movements, each inspired by one of the panels from
the Isenheim Altarpiece. The first two movements, I Engelskonzert (Angelic Concert)
and II Die Grablegung (Entombment), are extracted from the instrumental sections
of the opera. The last movement, III Versuchung des heiligen Antonius (Temptation
of St. Anthony), is a reworking of materials from Scene 6 of the opera in which Mathis is
confronted by powerful visions.

Artist Profile
Andris Poga, conductor

Andris Poga is currently Chief Conductor of the Stavanger Symphony

Orchestra in Norway. He was the Music Director of the Latvian National
Symphony Orchestra from 2013 till 2021 and continues to collaborate
with the LNSO as its Artistic Advisor.

Highlights of recent years have included concerts with the leading
orchestras of Germany, France, Italy, Japan and Scandinavia. After the first
successful collaborations he has become a regular guest at the NDR Elbphilharmonie Orches-
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ter, WDR Sinfonieorchester, Deutsches Symphonie-Orchester Berlin, NHK Symphony Orchestra
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and many others. He has also conducted the Tonhalle-Orchester Ziirich, Gewandhausorchester
Leipzig, dell’ Accademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, Hong Kong
Philharmonic Orchestra, Sydney Symphony Orchestra, and Dallas Symphony Orchestra.

This season he returns to the WDR Sinfonieorchester, NDR Elbphilharmonie Orchester,
NHK Symphony Orchestra, Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra, Bergen Philharmonic
Orchestra, and Mozarteumorchester Salzburg amongst others, and makes his debuts with the
Rotterdam Philharmonic Orchestra, Belgian National Orchestra, and the Prague Radio Sym-
phony Orchestra. A passionate champion of the music of his homeland, he will conduct the
world premiere of Péteris Vasks’ Chant of Gratefulness in Latvia, which he then brings to Tokyo.

Following his studies in Riga and in Vienna, Andris Poga first burst on the international
scene in 2010 when he took First Prize at the Evgeny Svetlanov International Conducting Com-
petition, Montpellier. He went on to become an assistant to Paavo Jarvi at the Orchestre de
Paris and he also served as the assistant conductor for the Boston Symphony Orchestra.

He first collaborated with the NHK Symphony Orchestra in June 2013 and has since
returned regularly. Most recently, he led them on a tour of Hokkaido in 2023 with an all-
Tchaikovsky program.

Program Notes

Péteris Vasks (1946-)

Chant of Gratefulness (2026) [Co-commission Work for NHK
Symphony Orchestra, Latvian National Symphony Orchestra, Miinchener
Kammerorchester and Australian Chamber Orchestra / Japan Premiere]

The most important aspect of the music of Peteris Vasks, who celebrates his 80th birthday
this year, is its distinctive spiritual quality. He has said that “for me, music exists only if it
has spiritual content” and such sentiment is reflected in his Chant of Gratefulness which
receives its Japanese premiere today.

Vasks was born in Aizpute in Latvia in 1946, when the country was a part of the Soviet
Union. He studied the double bass at the Lithuanian Conservatory in Vilnius, and he played
in various symphonic and chamber orchestras in Lithuania and Latvia before studying
composition at the Latvian Academy of Music in Riga.

Stylistically, Vasks’ compositions incorporate elements of Latvian folk music and
contemporary European musical language. His work spans many genres and includes
3 symphonies, various works for solo instrument and orchestra, 6 string quartets, and cho-
ral works. In particular, his violin concerto Distant Light, premiered in 1997 by his compa-
triot Gidon Kremer, has seen numerous performances around the world and has received
the Latvian Grand Music Award. Other important works include Musica dolorosa (1983,
Painful Music), The Fruit of Silence (2014) and the Cello Concerto Klatbiitne (2011-2012,
Presence). Chant of Gratefulness is the first work of Vasks to be performed by the NHKSO.
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Dmitry Shostakovich (1906-1975)
Symphony No. 4 C Minor Op. 43

Born in St. Petersburg in 1906, composer Dmitry Shostakovich’s life was deeply shaped

by the Soviet regime under Joseph Stalin. His Symphony No. 4, performed today, was one
of the works directly affected by the regime’s repression.

Having studied piano and composition at the Petrograd Conservatory (now St. Peters-
burg State Conservatory) from the age of thirteen, Shostakovich showed his musical talent
early on. His Symphony No.1, which received its premiere in 1926, was a major public and
professional success. In the 1930s, he composed music for the theater and film, including
the opera Lady Macbeth of Mtsensk (premiered in 1934) which became a hit but also caused
controversy. In January 1936, Stalin came to see a performance in Moscow, which dis-
pleased him greatly, and the opera was immediately condemned by the authorities as “mud-
dle instead of music.” This came as a huge shock to the composer and was a major setback
in his career. It was precisely at this time that he was working on his fourth symphony.

Thereafter Shostakovich was forced to tread a fine line with the authorities, and his
compositions shifted to mainly instrumental music where he could keep his thoughts pri-
vate. He composed a total of 15 symphonies during his lifetime, as well as two concertos
each for piano, violin, and cello, 15 string quartets, and some music for piano.

Shostakovich had set out to compose his fourth symphony in September 1935. He
had completed the first two movements of the symphony when the condemnation of C
his opera happened. Still, Shostakovich kept a low profile and continued with his fourth

symphony, which he had intended to be the “credo” of his creative work and an import-

ant statement in this genre. Having completed it in the spring of 1936, the premiere
was scheduled for December 11, 1936; however, the performance didn’t take place. An
announcement was made in a newspaper that Shostakovich withdrew the symphony
because he acknowledged its flaws; but it’s more likely that he was coerced into withdraw-
ing it. When it was finally premiered in 1961 by Kirill Kondrashin and the Moscow Phil-

harmonic Orchestra, he did not change a single note.

Symphony No.4 in C minor is an ambitious and monumental symphony, requiring
the largest orchestra of any of his symphonies. It is in three movements. The Allegro poco
moderato first movement has a huge exposition centering around two contrasting themes,
which appear in reverse order in the recapitulation. The second movement, Moderato con
moto, is a darkly humorous scherzo, at times reminiscent of Mahler. The finale is framed
by a slow funeral march, another reference to Mahler. In between, the Allegro section,
which begins energetically, soon veers into a bizarre medley of dances (waltz, polka, gal-
lop). The work ends quietly and enigmatically.
